Dale White Memorial Scholarship

Dale White, a graduate of Burns High School, the University of Oregon and an officer in the US Army, became a major contributor to his community, working tirelessly for the county that he loved. Over the years he served as a Burns City Council member, Mayor of Burns, Harney County Hospital Administrator, Harney County ESD board member, and Harney County Judge. He was a member on the board of directors of the Burns Hines Kiwanis Club, Harney County Senior and Community Services Center and The Aspen’s Assisted Living Center. Dale served as Deacon and church moderator at the Faith Baptist Church.  As his community roles and recognition increased, he began garnering numerous local and state awards and appointments to state and national committees. He was a member of the Association of Oregon Counties, serving as its president in 1983, was on the board of directors for the Western Interstate Region of Public Land Counties and also served as its president in 1988. Dale was appointed to the Oregon Economic Development Commission serving from 1993-2005 receiving the Governor’s Award of Recognition for Exceptional Contribution to state and local Economic Development. Dale served on the board of directors for the National Association of Counties, serving as chairman of the Public Lands Steering Committee and as the co-chairman of the National Association of Counties Rural Renaissance Task Force. Judge White, through his work, raised the stature of counties and local concerns nationally. He was acknowledged nationwide as an expert in rural community development. In the Association of Oregon Counties tribute to Judge Dale White on his retirement from public office, noting his remarkable list of accomplishments benefiting rural communities nationwide and his statesman-like approach to critical issues, it plainly stated that Judge White “cannot be replaced’ and dedicated its conference room in his honor. White’s passion and tireless dedication to Harney County, its land and people, was obvious. A humble community servant, he stated “We are blessed to be able to live and raise our children and grandchildren in the best place in the world, surrounded by the best people on earth. Harney County and its fine people have supported and encouraged us on life’s path and are the reason for whatever success we may have enjoyed.” He was that rare person: an honorable county judge, an honorable husband, father grandfather and very simply, an honorable man.
In memory of him, the Kiwanis Club of Burns-Hines is offering a scholarship in his name to a student in his/her third year or beyond of college. We are looking to honor a student who exemplifies the selfless dedication for the betterment of others that was Dale’s mantra.
